a. Fence Bidding – Jan and Keith meet to discuss this and have started the process for 
doing the reverse auction and going out for bid.  

b. Driveway Bidding – We will get started on this as well so that the work can be planned 
for the spring, will need to process a PO for the materials so that the contractor doing 
the driveway work will have the necessary fill available.

ii. Future home sign damaged and now removed, Tom and Amanda are going to 
create a small sign to put on the post farthest from the road. Keith will work 
with Jay to get a PO routed for the money to by materials to build the permanent 
sign. Keith will build the sign and Tom and Amanda will paint the sign, the sign 
will be installed just prior to the grand opening.

b. Grand Opening – Tentative for June or July – Amanda will pull together a sub team to 
coordinate and plan this event, this will be our big event for the spring and will likely be 
similar to the Walk- A-Thon that we held in the fall. Amanda’s sub team will put 
together a plan for the event and present that to the Committee for approval so that we 
can present it to the Board of Selectman. We have had some interest already in 
sponsorship and will process a sponsorship opportunity packet through the town.

a. the Land Trust would like to do a walk that would incorporate the Dog park in the 
spring, Amanda will follow up with them regarding timing and see if we can coordinate 
it with our opening event. 



b. The East Haddam Dog park committee contacted Jay and Keith, due to the issues they 
have encountered in trying to build a Dog park in East Haddam, they have decided that 
the fight was not worth the effort and have dissolved their committee. In doing so they 
have donated their remaining funds to our effort to build the Dog Park in Colchester. 
They have donated the following: 

i. $90 for a memorial brick - In memory of Monica Sakolsky. 
ii. $141.06 - To be acknowledged as a donation from Susan Reiter, who was their 

largest donor. 
iii. $141.06 - To be acknowledged as a donation from the East Haddam Dog Park 

Committee. 
c. Newtown is forming a Committee to try to build a Dog Park and contact Keith and Jay 

to discuss our project. Keith talked with them and provided copies of our project plan 
and documentation in order to help them get started with their project.
