Budget Issues: Vehicle repairs are over budget.  The line item for per diem is expended and we are using grant money.  Discussion regarding incentive idea for the R-2 schedule.

Career Staff/Personnel: Meeting to be held on Thursday, December 18th for officers to discuss how officers are appointed in January.  We are being investigated by OEMS in regard to a SNF call in which the crew obtained a refusal signature from a nurse.  All EMS personnel need to be aware that SNF staff are not legal guardians and can not sign.

Training: There is no authorized training on Sunday, December 14, 2008.  It is the holiday dinner.

EMS: Ambulance dropdown chains need to be used with caution. Make sure they are working properly.  BOS/BOF approved the Stryker Lift Stretcher and it has been ordered.

Captain’s Reports:  SQ128 still out of service, R128 out of service as well, ET328 is out of service too.  Allowing the pump on the ET to overheat is a problem and will be addressed.  G128 is in Voluntown at the Extreme Home Makeover.  The nozzle on L128 is out for repair, HT128 has a generator out of service.  The Federal runs fine, however!  The furnace at Co. 2 has been repaired.  Some siding on Co.2 has come off and needs to be replaced.  Audrie has finished her EMSI course.
