Chief Cox called the informational meeting to order @ 19:10 hours.

Minutes of 8/10/09 corrected in regards to : pg 2 – Ctpn Guidice – HEATER is still leaking.
General Information:

G Avery: ambulance committee to meet tomorrow – final info due in 2 wks, clarification letters sent, coming in. Meeting to be set w/ Navistar. 

Marion contract due to be signed Wed 9/23 for fire truck without pre-payment option.

Pump testing done today 9/21/09. All passed, with exception of oscillating pump on ladder having “issues”.

ET2 also had pressure issues w/ draft but it was reset, and worked after that.

Capt. Rowland – just completed DOT inventory inspection of each apparatus – (see attached list for major problems), to include some minor issues, general maintenance requirements. Recommends every pre-winter lube of all components.  We are scheduling these inspections to be done twice a year.  Recommend a scheduled replacement of roof rack lighting every 2 years, due to diminishing light effectiveness, and unavailability of parts.

Town garage does once a year, and currently do not provide a report of history of findings. Town has put together a town wide committee to review maintenance schedule to project out maintenance and longevity of equipment.

Company 2 – Modine heater will have a quote on it for repairs before winter. Will try to get warranty honored on it due to rust.  ET 2 had problem w/ drafting, but should be ok after today’s testing. ET2 light rear rotor is not working. Water filters can be purchased from Grainger or HG Wells in E. Hampton.

57 Fest went well- 42 CHFD members- thanks to all for their efforts..

Career Staff/Personnel:    Ryan Goodrich met w/ Capt Evans & 2AC McKenna. Due to issues involving unauthorized access to town equipment/lack of appropriate response to this issue- he has been removed from department roster. 

Anna Marie Cwikla – letter requesting to be Lt. of Rescue 528.   Lt. Sandy Brown spoke up regarding that, in favor.  Capt Evans agreed. Hereby appointed as unofficial LT, due to lack of quorum.

Stryker Power Pro Cot R528 is now in service.  Recommend extreme care due to sensitivity of tipping potential.

Town of Colchester has decided to end billing relationship w/ CAG and go with Shared Response in Killingworth.

October to October point audit for tax abatement committee is due to meet. 

Business office continues to have security issues- off limits unless you have legitimate reason.

Safer grant awards have been determined for those members who have demonstrated above and beyond training efforts and R2 shift coverage.
