may receive preference.

The 57 Fest will also spotlight some of the many
organizations, from fraternal to political to service, that
contribute to Colchester in various ways. Organizations
may choose to sell food at their booths as a fundraising
effort, but must comply with the same guidelines as the
food vendors. All requests will be at the discretion of event

organizers.

Registration Process

In order to ensure a wide variety of foods at the event, the
event director reserves the right to limit the number of
booths selling the same item. Registrants will be notified
of their status within 2 weeks of receipt of their form.
There will be no refunds after acceptance. Only approved
foods will be permitted in the booth areas. No registrations

will be accepted after August 28.

While the event director will not dictate food pricing, we
encourage all vendors to keep prices as low as possible in
order to allow families to enjoy and participate in all that
the festival has to offer.

Vendors are encouraged to provide
their own power generator. Electrical hookups are not

provided by the Town.

remain open after dark must provide their own lighting.
